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Assistance with Subject Selection from the Guidance  Counsellor 
 
Dear Parents 
 
Some students find it difficult to make career choices at the end of Year 10. So many choices 
and so little experiences. 
 
In a world of change, a student needs a mindset that says “if this company closes or if I take 
time away from my career, I can take my ‘skills’ with me to a new job”. Perhaps original skills 
may need refreshing by an extra certificate or diploma so that the person is more employable 
somewhere else. The important thing to remember is that 80% of the people with Certificate IV 
or better (Diploma or Degree) are employed. Training in the modern world needs to be 
continuous, if you are to stay competitive in the workplace. 
 
Subject selection is very important. At the end of Year 10, students make choices between a 
University, TAFE or work pathway for when they leave after Year 12.  ‘Immediately’ is a key 
word because, with the new system of Recognised Prior Learning or RPL, doors to future 
study are no longer closed off.  
 
Slower pathways may suit students who are not mature enough, skilled enough, or disciplined 
enough for two years of academic rigour.  No longer does there need to be the large number of 
students taking five or six Authority subjects because this is the only opportunity of accessing 
better careers and jobs. 
 
Five or six Authority subjects is a university track, yet only one in four or five go to university 
immediately after Year 12. There are slower tracks into university with professional diplomas or 
skills based certificates. 
 
Poor subject selection can lead to stressed students. Stressed students change subjects.  
Some change a number of times. Catching up in new subjects creates more stress. Some of 
the worst cases get depressed and sometimes need time off, up to a year sometimes, or they 
drop out. 
 
Please take these points into consideration when helping your student with subject choice: 
1. It is a really big leap from the expectations of Year 10 to Year 11. 
2. Choose subjects based on proven ability. 
3. Take notice of teacher comments on reports and/or recommendations on levels of 

subjects to take. 
4. Use the QTAC pre-requisite booklet as a guide to the subjects students must take if 

they are considering university or TAFE courses. 
5. Five or six Authority subjects are a demanding task to take in the senior school. 

Students need to be able to take in information quickly. They need to be really well 
organised. 

6. There are other slower pathways. Check with the Guidance Officer if you would like 
more information regarding these pathways. 

7. Students going to work need different numbers of Authority subjects depending on 
circumstances. 

8. The best advice for students is to do what interests them and don’t choose subjects 
based only on dream careers. 

9. Remember no road is a dead end any more. Education is life-long and your needs and 
wants may change.

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Do Higher Qualifications Reduce the Chance of Unemp loyment? 
 
The likelihood of being unemployed generally falls as the level of educational qualification attained 
increases. 
 
Data from the Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS) 2004 indicates that people who have limited 
qualifications may have fewer work opportunities or prospects than those who have a higher level 
of education.  Those who leave school in Year 10 or below represent almost half of all long-term 
unemployed. 
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Your Checklist 
 
When making your decisions, consider the following questions: 
 
            
·  How well have you coped with related subjects in Year 10?     

 
·  Have you considered what you would like to do after year 12?    

 
·  Do you wish to undertake tertiary studies after year 12?     

 
·  Do you wish to gain employment after Year 12?      

 
·  If you know which tertiary courses you would like to study, have you  

checked the pre-requisite subjects necessary for entry into that course?   
 

·  If you do not wish to study at a tertiary institution after Year 12 and you  
simply want to acquire skills that may help you gain employment, have  
you considered a selection of Authority Registered and VET Industry  
subjects as a possible option?          
 

·  After considering all of the above, try to choose the subjects in which you  
have had previous success and the ones you’ve enjoyed most. Make your  
two extra years of school enjoyable. If you enjoy a subject, you are more  
motivated to complete the course requirements.        
 

·  Have you carefully read all of the subject descriptions in this book? (Look at  
the type of assessment, abilities required, possible career paths etc. Further         
queries regarding the subjects should be directed to the relevant teachers  
concerned, to the Guidance Counsellor or the School’s Administration.)    
 

·  Have you considered a School Based Apprenticeship or Traineeship to  
complement your studies and build on work skills?      

 
 
Helpful Tips: 
 
There are traps to avoid when making a selection of subjects that suit you. 
 
·  Do not select certain subjects simply because someone has told you that they “ 

help get you good results and give you a better chance of getting into University”. 
 

·  Try not to be influenced by suggestions that you should or should not choose a  
particular subject, because a friend/brother/sister either liked or disliked it when  
they studied it. 
 

·  For many students a combination of the various types of subjects may best suit  
their needs and could be a useful course to follow.  
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Guidelines for Making Subject Choices 
  
It is important to choose senior subjects carefully as your decisions may affect the types of 
occupations you choose in the future, your success at school and your feelings about 
school. Even though there are many factors to consider, choosing your course of study can 
be made easier if you go about the task calmly and logically, and follow a set of planned 
steps. 
 
As an overall plan, it is suggested that you choose subjects: 

·  you enjoy 
·  in which you have achieved good results 
·  which reflect your interests and abilities 
·  which help you reach your career and employment goals 
·  which develop skills, knowledge and attitudes useful throughout your life. 

 
These are quite general points, so it is wise to look in more detail at the guidelines outlined 
below. 
 
Your Interests 
 
Your chances of success are much greater in subjects which interest you, and which you 
enjoy. Choosing subjects because of their status or reputation or according to your friends’ 
interests is likely to result in frustration and disappointment for you. If you do what you enjoy 
doing, you will do it with enthusiasm, and you will do it in the company of other learners and 
teachers with similar interests. 
 
Your Abilities 
 
No subject is an ‘easy option’ at senior level. Many senior subjects (particularly Authority 
subjects) build on the knowledge and skills that students are expected to have mastered in 
lower year levels. If you had limited success in a subject in Year 10, you are unlikely to 
improve your performance in that field at senior level.  
 
Subjects which will extend your learning, but which you can manage while maintaining your 
outside interests and commitments. 
 
Consider taking some of the Authority-registered subjects if: 

·  your past results suggest that some Authority subjects may be too difficult 
·  you do not intend going on to tertiary study 
·  you are interested in the content of a particular subject because it relates to future 

employment. Study is rewarding if it is challenging, but not overwhelming.  
 
For many students a combination of the various types of subjects may be a useful course to 
follow. 
 
Your Career Goals 
 
If you are undecided about your career pathway, it is safest to keep your options open, by 
choosing from a range of subject areas. This will allow you to delay your career decision 
until you have more information or more defined interests, and will give you a broader 
experience and knowledge base. Education is about developing you as a person and a 
learner, as well as preparing you for a particular job.  
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Find Out About Occupational Pathways 
 
It is helpful if you have a few career ideas in mind before choosing subjects. If you are 
uncertain about this at present then select subjects that will keep several career options 
open to you. Your Guidance Counsellor will be able to help you get started. 
 
You will also need to find out about the various pathways you can take to obtain 
qualifications you will need to get a job in the occupational areas in which you are interested. 
Once you know about the different pathways you can select the most appropriate one for 
you.  
 
The following resources are available in schools and give you information about occupations 
and the subjects and courses needed to gain entry to these occupations.

·  Any university course information can be accessed through the Guidance Counsellor. 
 
 
Find Out About the Subjects Offered by Your School 
 
Your school will offer the following types of subjects:  

Authority Subjects 
These subjects, approved by the Queensland Studies Authority (QSA), are offered state-
wide in Queensland secondary schools and colleges. Achievements in these subjects are 
recorded on the Senior Statement and are used in the calculation of OPs and QTAC 
selection ranks. One of our Authority subjects has a Vocational Education and Training 
Certificate embedded in it. This Certificate will also appear on your Senior Statement. 
 
Students who do not achieve Sound Achievement or better in a Year 10 subject may find 
related Authority subjects in Years 11 and 12 difficult.  
 
Your OP is dependent on how well you achieve in your subjects. You need to choose 
subjects in which you have the best chance of doing well and which you will enjoy. 
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Many Authority subjects may be taken in Year 11 without prior study of similar subjects. It 
would be very difficult, however, to attempt subjects such a Mathematics B or C, Chemistry, 
Physics, Music and languages without successful background study in related Year 10 
subjects.  

Authority-registered subjects 
Authority-registered subjects are those based on QSA developed Study Area Specifications 
or developed by the school for which a school’s study plan or work program is accredited. 
Achievements in these subjects are recorded on the Senior Statement. They are not used in 
the calculation of an OP but may be used in the calculation of a QTAC selection rank. 
Authority-registered subjects emphasise practical skills and knowledge relevant to specific 
industries.  

Vocational Education and Training (VET) 
Student achievement in accredited Vocational Education and Training certificates (whether 
embedded in Authority or Authority-registered subjects or stand-alone) is based on industry-
endorsed competency standards and is recorded on the Senior Statement. The Senior 
Statement is recognised within the Australian Qualifications Framework (AQF), and this may 
give advanced standing towards a traineeship or apprenticeship and/or credit on entry to 
courses at TAFE institutes and other registered training organisations.                                                                           

Prerequisite 
A subject or qualification required for eligibility for entry to a particular course of study or 
employment. 
 
Queensland Tertiary Admissions Centre (QTAC)  acts on behalf of universities, TAFE 
institutes and some private institutions to publish course information, to provide and process 
applications.  
 
Recommended or Assumed Knowledge subjects  are not essential, but are likely to make 
future courses easier to understand and increase chances of success. 
 
Check Out Each Subject Fully 
 
Take these steps to ensure you understand the content and requirements of each subject: 
·  Read subject descriptions and course outlines in booklets provided by your school. 
·  Talk to Heads of Departments and teachers of each subject.  
·  Look at books and materials used in the subject. 
·  Listen carefully at subject selection talks. 

 
Choose a Combination of Subjects that Suit Your Nee ds and Abilities 
 
Traps to avoid: 
·  Do not select subjects simply because someone has told you that they “will help you 

get a better OP”.   
·  Consider other peoples’ opinions of the subjects but do not make your decision on 

these only. Check the subjects out for yourself.  
Be Prepared to Ask for Help 
If you and your parents are still uncertain about the combination of subjects you have 
chosen, check again with some of the many people available to talk to - Teachers, Heads of 
Departments, Guidance Counsellor, Deputy Principals and Principal. Don’t be afraid to seek 
their assistance. 
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The Student Education Profile 
 
The Student Education Profile is made up of three documents – the Queensland  
Certificate of Education , Senior  Statement and the Tertiary Entrance Statement . 
 
Every student completing Year 12 in Queensland receives a Senior Statement, issued by 
the State’s governing secondary education body, the Queensland Studies Authority (QSA). 
 
The Senior Statement shows the results of your studies in Years 11 and 12, your individual 
result in the Queensland Core Skills (QCS) Test (if you sat for the test) and successfully 
completed certificates and competencies (if applicable). 
 
The Queensland Certificate of Education will be awarded to students who complete  
 Year 12 achieving 20 credit points or more. This reflects the amount of learning that has 
been achieved over the two-year period. Students should also note that if they study more 
than two Certificate I courses that only two will count towards the QCE which could amount 
to a maximum of six points for two Certificate I courses.  
 
The Tertiary Entrance Statement,  on the other hand, is issued by the Tertiary Entrance 
Procedures Authority (TEPA) to OP-eligible students only. It gives details of your Overall 
Position (OP) and Field Positions.  
 
Overall Position (OP) 
 
An Overall Position (OP) indicates a student’s rank-order position, from 1 (the highest) to 25. 
It is based on overall achievement in Authority subjects. 
 
If a student is eligible for an OP, selection into university courses and full-time TAFE diploma 
courses is determined by the OP. 
 
To be eligible for an OP a student must sit for the Queensland Core Skills (QCS) Test and 
must have studied 20 semester units (5 Subjects x 4 Semesters) of Authority subjects 
including at least three subjects for all four semesters. 
 
Field Positions (FP) 
 
Field Positions (FPs) indicate a student’s rank-order position (1-10) in the State based on 
overall achievements in Authority subjects in up to five fields (areas of study that emphasise 
particular knowledge and skills). 
 
FPs may be used to distinguish between students with the same OP competing for places in 
a specific tertiary course. 
 
Students must complete the reverse side of their subject selection form ‘Checking for Field 
Position Eligibility’ to ensure they fulfil the FP requirements for tertiary courses they are 
seeking to enter.  
 
FPs are calculated only for students who are eligible for an OP. The calculation of FPs 
involves the use of field-specific weights for each subject (refer to Tertiary Prerequisites 
2012). Students may be eligible for one or more of these fields depending on their subject 
choices. In other words, each subject is allocated a score out of 5 (weighted) in five areas 
(fields).   
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QTAC Selection Rank 
 
Students who complete Year 12 at a high school but who are not eligible for an OP can be 
awarded a QTAC selection  rank , from 1 (lowest) to 99.  Changes are being made to the 
QTAC OP-ineligible schedules and a sample schedule will be available in March 2010, 
based on the 2009 data.  Students are not considered on these schedules and the 
schedules will be a guide only. 
 
Queensland Core Skills (QCS) Test 
 
The QCS Test is a common state-wide test of achievement in the common curriculum 
elements of the Queensland Senior Curriculum, with students being awarded one of five 
grades from A (highest) to E. Results on the QCS Test are reported on the Senior 
Statement.  The QCS does not affect the results of students getting an OP (not individually). 
It does however affect the students QTAC selection rank. All students thinking about TAFE 
Diplomas or University Degree courses should sit the QCS test. 
 
Major Options for Tertiary Entrance from Year 12 
 
Tertiary relates to universities and TAFE institutes. 
 

How to be eligible for an OP How to be eligible for  a rank 
·  Must complete 20 semester units 

(for example, five Authority subjects 
over four semesters) 

·  Must include three Authority subjects 
over four semesters 

·  Must sit for the QCS Test

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Current TAFE Queensland Policy 
 
Selection of School-Leavers to TAFE Full-Time Diplo ma Courses 
 
School-leavers applying to TAFE in Queensland comprise two groups of applicants: those 
with an Overall Position (OP) and those without an OP. 
 
In selecting applicants, TAFE does not give preference to either group. Entry to courses is 
based on merit utilising the Queensland Tertiary Admissions Centre (QTAC) Standard 
Assessment Procedures and relevant schedules  
 
Definitions 
 
Articulation – the development of a formal and agreed relationship between specific courses 
whereby students may be eligible for entry to a higher level of studies. 
 
Credit transfer – the means by which students are granted advanced standing in a course 
based on exemptions from study in specific elements of a course on the basis of previously 
completed learning outcomes through another course. 
 
Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL) – the formal acknowledgment of skills, knowledge and 
competencies obtained through formal and informal training and education, work experience 
and life experience resulting in advanced standing. 
 
TAFE Queensland Articulation Policy 
 
TAFE Queensland courses are designed primarily to provide skills, knowledge and attitudes 
aligned to the needs of industry. Whilst many TAFE courses do articulate with higher-level 
studies, it is strongly advised that students complete the entire course before articulating into 
university courses. 
 
TAFE Queensland Credit Transfer/Recognition of Prio r Learning (RPL) Policy 
 
Students may seek advanced standing exemption/recognition of prior learning from any 
subject or competency. They may seek such on the grounds that they have passed an 
equivalent examination at another educational institution or on the basis of formal and 
informal training and education, work experience or life experience. Students are required to 
apply to the TAFE for such exemption/recognition of prior learning. 
 
Program and Student Services Charges 
 
Full-time TAFE Queensland students (non-international) are required to pay for course fees 
and student services charge. These charges are based upon the number of nominal hours 
recorded in the official syllabus and the material fees. 
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Senior Education and Training Plans (SETPs)  
 
Why do a SETP? 
 
To help students plan for their futures. 
 
With career planning, there is a benefit in developing an individual learning plan with flexible 
pathways that acts as a map for students. This plan should go beyond simply selecting 
subjects at the end of Year 10 and involve more comprehensive planning of learning and 
career pathways. This depends on students being able to make informed decisions about 
their future at the time they begin the Senior Phase of Learning, based on up-to-date 
information about specific prerequisites, consequences, work expectations and 
opportunities, and reflection on their own abilities and aspirations.  
 
During Year 10, a detailed planning process is undertaken with all students to assist them in 
developing a learning pathway plan. The purpose of this plan is to have students explore the 
possible pathways they could take in conjunction with their specific skills, interests, talents 
and career goals. This plan is developed in Year 10 as a ‘working document’ and is revisited 
and realigned according to individual circumstances over Years 11 and 12. 
 
What is a SETP? 
 
An SETP is an individual’s personal learning plan of action to achieve success in the Senior 
Phase of Learning.  
 
How is a SETP created? 
 
Parents, teachers and others will assist students to review past achievements and map out a 
plan of action for the future. 
 
A key goal of the SETP is to enable students to plan individual pathways through the Senior 
Phase of Learning with personal commitment, individualised incentives and achievable 
goals. 
 
Why the Plan? 
 
This plan assists the students to make informed decisions about their futures at the time 
they begin their Senior Phase of Learning. It is an opportunity for students, to reflect upon 
their own abilities and aspirations while researching up to date information about specific 
pre-requisites, work expectations and opportunities. 
 
The development of a learning pathway plan exposes students to the many different ways 
they can reach their ultimate career goals. 
 
What does a SETP involve? 
 

·  reviewing past achievements 

·  building on individual strengths and interests 

·  identifying areas where more development is needed 

·  exploring available options for education, training or employment. 
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In developing the SETP, teachers and support staff work with students to develop their skills 
and capacity to set goals about what they want to achieve in the Senior Phase of Learning 
and beyond. By the time students are ready to commit to their SETP, students will need to 
have a detailed understanding of: 
 

·  their personal goals and aspirations 

·  education and training requirements to achieve their goals 

·  areas of strength 

·  areas requiring further attention 

·  contingencies that allow for changed circumstances 

·  the full range of career options and pre-requisites 

·  opportunities for community/civic involvement. 

 
Parent Involvement 
 
All parents are required to sign off on the SETP in the latter part of Year 10. Students are 
asked to discuss these plans with their parents as part of the process. Parents are able to 
participate in discussions with the student and their Futures teacher when plans are being 
developed with students. 
 
It is hoped that the development of the Senior Education and Training Plan (SETP) will 
provide students with a focus as they enter their senior years and assist them in working 
towards achievable goals. 
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School Based Apprenticeships and Traineeships 
 
School based apprenticeships and traineeships allow senior students to work for an employer 
and undertake training towards a recognised qualification, while completing their senior studies.  
 
Not only do students receive their Senior Statement at the end of Year 12, but they will have also 
trained towards a qualification in a specific field and been paid for time spent working. 
 
Training takes place while the student is at work, at school or with the specified training provider 
(eg TAFE). 
 
How do they Work? 
 
Students who sign up for apprenticeships or traineeships have a flexible timetable in order to 
meet requirements of school and training with the employer. Students are able to study 5 
subjects in conjunction with the apprenticeship or traineeship. Support and monitoring of the 
student while doing this is an integral part of the program. The school is affiliated with the 
Beenleigh Region Industry Training Network (BRITN) which oversees the placement, sign up and 
ongoing management of the apprenticeship or traineeship. 
 
What are the Benefits? 
 

·  An education and a career. 

·  A step ahead of the competition for employment. 

·  Learn the latest knowledge and skills. 

·  Get paid while you learn. 

·  Work towards achieving a nationally recognised qualification. 

·  Hands on experience in employment. 

·  Skills and experience which may be considered for tertiary entrance.  

·  A great way to move from school to work. 

·  A sense of achievement. 

·  A great start to your career.  

 
How do I Choose a School Based Apprenticeship or Tr aineeship?  
 
Before making a decision you should think about: 
 

·  the type of environment you would like to work in (for example, outdoors, in an office) 

·  what you are good at 

·  the things that interest you 

·  the types of school based apprenticeships and traineeships available  
 

·  the skills you would like to learn 

·  the subjects you could study at school to complement your school based apprenticeship 

or traineeship 
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·  who you can talk to in the industry to find out the positives and negatives of the area of 

employment you are interested in. 

·  contacts your family or friends may have with employers.   
 
How do I get Involved? 
 
The Head of Department - Senior Schooling will provide all Year 10, 11 and 12 students with the 
opportunity to register their interest. Once students have completed this form, it will be forwarded 
to BRITN. BRITN will inform the school as positions become available or alternatively students 
can also find their own host employers and notify the school. The school will then manage the 
sign-up and training plan with the employer. 
 
Am I Locking Myself Into a Career Path? 
 
No, definitely not! Some students who undertake traineeships or apprenticeships use the 
qualifications as a stepping stone to a degree course at university or other training. Completing a 
traineeship or apprenticeship provides you with a formal qualification that is nationally 
recognised. 
 
Case Study 
 
Some students have had part-time jobs at fast food chains and have taken the initiative to 
convert their job into a traineeship. While they had no ambition to build a career in this area, the 
qualification allowed them to upgrade their OP and go to university while receiving credit for their 
qualifications from the traineeship. 
 
A traineeship or apprenticeship is another pathway that can assist you in reaching your ultimate 
career goal while obtaining valuable practical work experience.

SCHOOL + WORK + TRAINING = A FUTURE!! 
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Ever Considered Studying Senior Over Three Years? 
 
Some students have extensive commitments outside of school and often find the demands of 
senior studies overwhelming. Examples of this include: 
 

·  Students who are elite athletes and have rigorous training demands. 
 

·  Students with specific talents eg Music/Dancing who are undertaking special 
examinations. 

 
·  Students who undertake apprenticeships or traineeships who want to space out their 

education to relieve pressure of work, training and school and achieve good results. 
 

·  Students who have a medial condition and need to space out their studies over an 
extended time so that their health can be managed more effectively. 

 
The above are just some examples, and students now have the flexibility to complete their 
senior years over 3 years instead of 2. A special plan is developed with the school and the 
Queensland Studies Authority in consultation with the student and parents. 
 
The plan is developed in accordance with the student’s individual circumstances with the aim 
of tailoring the program of study to meet the needs of the student. 
 
Students who choose to undertake their senior over three years are not disadvantaged in any 
way and are still eligible for university entry through the same process. 
 
If you wish to discuss this option an appointment needs to be made with the Deputy Principal.

The 
ability to communicate effectively in Japanese will greatly enhance future career 
prospects for students, especially those interested in gaining entry into the fields 
of tourism, hospitality, business, law, health care, international affairs and 
education.
