Under the PROTECT phase, Queensland Health is no longer routinely following up on all confirmed cases of Human 
Swine Influenza (HSI). Individuals with flu like symptoms who see a doctor are not being routinely tested for HSI unless 
they are in a vulnerable group or have moderate/severe disease.   However some people beyond these groups may still 
be swabbed by their general practitioner for laboratory testing and have a clinical confirmation of HSI. 
 
Schools may therefore still be advised that a student or teacher has been confirmed as having HSI and was infectious 
while at school.   
 
Additionally, Queensland Health is undertaking selected follow-up of confirmed cases and may identify a case connected 
with a school, in some areas across Queensland where there are no known cases of HSI or evidence of transmission of 
HSI within the community.  
 
If the confirmed case: 
 

• is in an area outside Queensland’s south east corner and major regional centres which has not had  

• confirmed cases, or where there is no indication of transmission within the community, or  

• where there is a significant proportion of students in vulnerable groups (eg. Indigenous communities,  
      special schools, large proportion of Indigenous students)  
 
Action to be taken by principal if advised of a confirmed case at the school by a student/parent/staff member. 

 
• Contact relevant QH Population Health Unit (PHU) and advise of notification. Information to be provided includes 

full name and date of birth of person.  
• PHU to verify confirmation via NOCs (QH communicable disease information system) 
• If verified, liaise with PHU to determine recommended action most appropriate to the risk identified. Action may 

include: 
� Letter of advice to parents, including standard information (ie. how to protect themselves, what to do if they/

their children develop flu-like symptoms, and what the school will do if they/their child or other staff/children 
attend with flu-like symptoms, or develops symptoms while at school). or 

� Student/Students/Class exclusion or  
� School closure.  

• If Student/Students/Class exclusion is recommended by Queensland Health, RED and Principal to action        
recommendation as negotiated with Queensland Health 

• If school closure is recommended by Queensland Health, RED to discuss outcome of Queensland Health      
recommendation with A/DDG Education Queensland before implementing any actions. 

• School or RED to advise PHU of decision in relation to the recommended action. (PHU to advice PHIC of       
outcome) 

 
Action to be taken by PHU if made aware of a confirmed case at the school other than via the school principal 
 

• Advise the school principal 
• Discuss school situation with principal and consider if any additional action beyond the standard approach is  

necessary.  If so, make recommendation to the principal. (Principal to action recommendation as detailed above) 
• Advise PHIC and sector commander if additional actions are recommended, and outcome of decision by EQ / 

school. 
 
In all other circumstances 
 

Principal to communicate regularly to the school community about the need to be vigilant in the management of HSI 
and seasonal influenza by providing the attached standard message (ie. how to protect themselves, what to do if 
their children develop flu-like symptoms, and what the school will do if they/their child or other staff/children attend 
with flu-like symptoms, or develops symptoms while at school).

School Nurse News 
 
12-18 July was National Diabetes Week. 
Type 2 Diabetes (non insulin dependent) 
Is Australia’s fastest growing chronic disease. 
 
This occurs because the pancreas is not producing enough insulin and the insulin is not working effectively.  Type 2 
diabetes are 80-90% of all diabetic cases.   
 
Risk factors include:  
• Family history & being over weight particularly around the middle of the body. 
 
Lifestyle factors such as unhealthy eating and lack of physical activity can contribute to the development of type 2 
diabetes. 
There is an increasing diagnosis of younger people with type 2 diabetes. 
 
Symptoms:  
• blurred vision,  
• slow healing,  
• skin infections,  
• tingling and numbness in feet,  
• being more thirsty than usual. 
 
Long term consequences:  
• kidney failure,  
• ulcers,  
• blindness to name a few. 
 
To manage and prevent diabetes, have a healthy diet, remember the food pyramid, and get regular exercise.

Positive Parenting  Tips 
 
Taken From the Triple P Program developed by Matthew Sanders University Of Queensland. 
 
Developing good behaviour in teenagers requires acknowledgement and praise for that behaviour. Thank them for 
helping in any tasks at home no matter how small. Thank them for asking how your day was, tell them you  
appreciate them. Behaviour that goes unnoticed is not likely to continue. 
 
Remember the behaviour that is exhibited at home will be imitated by teenagers. If you are yelling, talking back to 
each other and swearing it is likely this is how they will interact as well. As your teenagers grow in size this will  
become more verbally skilled and create disruption at home. 
 
Involve teenagers in decisions that are being made in the family. This helps teenagers to be skilled at making smart 
personal decisions. A good place to do this is at the dinner table. 
 
It is important teenagers learn to take on responsibility around the home. This includes learning to use appliances 
such as the washing machine, dishwasher, and machines such as the lawn mower. 
 
Encourage your teenagers to be involved in activities outside school that involve responsible adult supervision and 
mentoring.
